This is the second. lime when Dynamo leam favours Symicropol for such an
imppriant duel with Aston Villa from Birmingham, the Champion of England!

THE EUROPEAN CHAMPION CUP

This most prestigious cup in the continent was inilialed in 1935, Gabrizl Ano,
a prominent French journalist, who worked for Ekip sporls magazine, came u
ul'iltl: the idea. Today this lournament is the major event for the European foosthall
clubs.

Initially the cup was a silver vase shaped like amphora, il had lwo 60 cm
vertically sitached handles. In 1966 it became permanent properly of REAL Mad-
rid = six times winner of the cup, five wins came in sucgession, although this was
not within the regulations of the tournament.

The new cup is a replica of its predecessor, {hough somewhal larger, the
height is aboul 80 em, It is kepl in Zurich al the UEFA Head Quarters, the winner
of the Cup is entilled to gei the duplicale. The players are also awarded wilh a
special souvenir — a miniature model of the Cup, and with commemoralive medals,

Irrespective of whethér the winner of the previous Cup coniest topped the
national tournament again or noi, it is entifled for the participation in the running
compelition. Should it happen so — the country will be represented by its new
champion and the European Cup winner. 11 did happen so this time, England challenges
the Cup with ASTOXN VILLA, the winner of 1980—81 season, and LIVERPOOL,
the Champs Cup Winner (last vear this club raled fifth in the National Cham-
pianship}),

Cup tournamenl was held 26 times, bul only 7 Nalional Football Federa-
tions boast of the clubs of their own as lhe Cup winners: Spain and
England — 6 times each, Ialy and Netherlands — 4 times each, Wesl Germany —
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3 times, Porfugal — 2 limes, Scolland — |1 fime. Spanish, lHalian and Porlugese
clubs used the services, of forcign fooiball stars, who brought them a Iol of viclo-
ries, These clubs imporled a number of celebrities, by the way, many Scols, Irish
and Welsh played jor English teams since the number of foreign plavers is not
[imited by the Cup regulations.

On the oiher hand, the wins of Soulh Furopean clubs in their first games were
due to more [avourable dales of the tournamenl, ihe first stagpes of which are
scheduled for autumn and winter, while the climatic éonditions in olher counlries
wiere less Tavourable. However this faclor iz no longer significant, because most
countries but for the USSR, Denmark, Sweden, Finland and Norwav, changed
over for aulumn-spring calendar and adjusted (hemselves to- the terms of {he
European Clyh tournaments,

DYNAMO KIEV

DYNAMO KIEV lopped the lournament of the USSR National Championship
for the first time in 1961, and has been on the top ever sirice. Their nel resulls
singe the beginning of the 6Dies can be challenged by no offier club, though
DYNAMO has itz ups and downs.

ASTON VILLA {(BIRMINGHAM)

ASTON VILLA Football Club is the title name of one of the world's oldest
football clubs, It was founded in 1874. Its Coal of Arms emblazons lhe lion and
the motte “Prinejrd” (Always Ready!). For [five decades from the slart of English
football the players of the club from industrial Birmingham were always ready lo
win any game and the football jans loved them for their attacking siyle of play.

Mo wonder thal the club is still the best goal scorer with 128 lucky shots neited
in 1931, this is {he reason for the pet name given by the fans — “The Golien
Thrushes". : r e : :

ASTON VILLA was T fimes the winner of the English Championship (1894,
18096—07, 1859—1900, 1901, 1981), & limes it raled second. Tine Cup winner o
England in 1887, 1895, 1905, 1913, 1920, 1957, it played several times in the finals, But
after, a detailed analysis of the club's achievements it becomes clear thal they date
back to old {imes when eminent Rritish players such as D. Blanchflower, P. MsPar-
land, B. Grow and others defended its colours.

Suffice lo say that ihis lournament is the 3d try in the history of ASTON
VILLA, Many years ago the tegm participated in the tournament of Fair's Cup
{ther the UEFA Cup was called so0). Iis [irst try resulled in a twin defcal with
1:6 goal score, In 1977—78 scason having taken the 4 th place in the &ational
Championship the club entered the UWEFA Cup Contest. They defcated FENEN-
BAKHCHE from Turkey (4:0; 2:0), GURNIK irom Poland (2:0; 1:1), Bilbao
ATLETIC (2:0; 1:1), and lost to BARSELONA from Spain the quarierfinals
(2:2: 2:1). ASTON VILLA owes its ressurrection fo fhe coach Ron Saunderss,
who headed the club in 1974—75 when il played for the 24 division. Under the
mew jeadership. “The Golden Thrushes” got back to the 1si division the following
year and step by slep matching the best English clubs: 1975—70 tnc{ rated (6 th,
1976—77 = 4 1h, 1977—78 and 1978—70 — &1th, 1978—8B0 — 7th. Al last 7O years
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after in 1980—81 they became the counlry’s Champion for the 7 th time and reached
the quarterfinals of the Champs Cup. Thei.; defeated VALUR, Teeland (5:0; 2:0),
and DYNAMO, Berlim. In the capital of the GDE the English won with the score
2: 1, bul at home with 75 thous. speetators present they lost (0:1). And only better
goal difference (away and home game) broughl them to the next slage of the
European Cup Contest,

on Saunders who was named English Besi coach last vear, seemed to have
secured undisturbed life in ASTON VILLA, but two weeks before the loday’s game
he resigned, though according to his contracl he has 9 months to go. The reason
was disaprecment with Ron Bendall, the President of {he Club. Al present the feam
holds the I15ih place in the Mational Championship among the olher 22 clubs,
It sulfered-telling blows al the hands of MANCHESTER UNITED (I :4), LIVER-
POOL (0:3) and lost lo some other clubs. Mr. Sanders asked the manggement to
give money Tor him to get new players and strengthen the team; he was reiused,
and left the ¢lub. But for all these troubles ASTON YILLA is a strongwilled
team, a typical representative of the English professionals. Toeday we shall see
the players who are well known in Britain and on the Continent.

In the first hand these are: Mortimer, the caplain, a perfect forward who execlls
in everything he does: Marley, a skilled hali-back; Evans, who is quick and persi-
stenf; Rimmer, a reliable goal-kecper. The diher team males are quite a malch for
them, When playing, they demonsirate courage and jortitude, they are always on
alert and never [eave the hall out of sight.
